How good will my children’s English be if they attend French school?

The other night at supper with a group of
friends, the comment was made that our
children must have had a tough time
learning English and even a tougher time
at university. Somehow, they were under
the impression that the English program
in our school was different! Hence, the
need for clarification to them and to you,
the readers.

The English program at all francophone
schools (CEF) is the same as that taught at
English First Language schools across the

province. Materials and resources may
vary, but the Ministry of Education’s expected learning outcomes remain the same. Students write the

same departmental exams for English 30 (grade 12 English). You may be surprised to learn that,
according to statistics gathered and published by the Ministry of Education, the average marks of
students attending CEF schools in English are higher than those of students attending classes in English
First Language school divisions across the province.

Hopefully this helps clarify some misconceptions about student achievement when it comes to English
programs and results in CEF schools.

Ce qui est
étonnant, c'est que selon les statistiques du ministére de I'Education, la note moyenne en anglais des éléves qui
fréquentent les écoles du CEF est plus élevée que celle des éleves inscrits dans les écoles de la majorité
anglophone de toute la Saskatchewan.

Water Rates

Just a reminder that the water rates increased beginning on
October 1, 2021, by $ 2 per month. The overage also
increased by $2 per 1000 gallons. If you are paying by auto
debit, your payment will increase by that amount
automatically as previously mentioned. Residents are charged
a basic rate of $ 26/month for a maximum of 2000 gallons per
month plus any overage thereafter. It is important to send in
your water meter reading when asked to do so that you are
charged for the amount that you use. Estimates are done
when we don't have a reading but it is just our best guess. An
actual reading is also a good indication when a resident has a
water leak, toilet leaking, water softener backwash
problem.....that they don't know about.

Snow Removal

With the winter approaching the village asks that residents
remove the snow from their driveways and or sidewalks in a
timely manner. This is important for garbage and recycling
removal but even more so if an emergency vehicle needs to
approach your residence. Village maintenance will follow the
snow removal policy. When that list is completed, private
driveways can be done, time permitted and charged at the
usual rate.
